Brisbane Archdiocese Launches Its  
Reconciliation Action Plan  

Our Archdiocese of Brisbane, on a land area of 77,000 square kilometres, has 
been home to ancient and unique cultures for thousands of years. The 
Traditional Custodians have cherished their country and lived in harmony with 
the land, the seas, the animals and plants.    

The impact of colonisation with dispossession of land, loss of language and 
forced removal of children caused deep, lasting scars and trauma to this present 
day. Despite that, the close connection of Traditional Custodians to their country 
is ongoing.   

In 2016, the leadership of the Archdiocese embarked on an ambitious project to 
create a path to reconciliation with our indigenous brothers and sisters. The aim 
was to provide opportunities to renew and deepen relationships, to heal the 
wounds of the past and to take action in a spirit of love, justice and truth telling. 
The result of 4 years of deliberations is The Reconciliation Action Plan. (RAP) 

The Official Launch of the Plan was in November 2020 with a festive mass at St. 
Stephenôs Cathedral. During mass Archbishop Coleridge delivered a moving 
homily. He stressed the importance of listening. In the Scripture God speaks and 
we listen. It all begins with listening.  This is a great art that must be learnt. Those 
who came to the shores of Australia hardly ever listened to indigenous people. 
As a matter of fact, they rendered them silent and invisible. The Archbishop 
asked the question why we never learnt to listen. Apparently indigenous people 
were perceived to speak differently, spoke hardly at all and had nothing to say. 
According to the Archbishop this is a lie that has become a wound, a running 
sore, the original sin of Australia. Until that wound is healed and the sin is 
forgiven, we will never become the country we are meant to be in the mind and 
heart of God. The Archbishop urged us to build the house of reconciliation with 
an open ear that really listens. Indigenous people have vast wisdom we need to 
learn. They are not our enemies but our brothers and sisters. In love we have to 
embark on a new journey. It might be long and difficult but if it is built on truth it 
will make a difference. There are 4 important steps; Listen/ Learn/ Decide/ Act. 
The journey has a shape: Reconciliation Action Plan. 

The Plan is a gift to parishes, organisations and individuals. How can we, as a 
parish, adopt some of the recommendations of the RAP? Two of the 4 sections 
of the Plan: Respect and Relationships, are particularly important for us.  

Expressing our Respect for the Traditional Custodians we have an 
Acknowledgement Plaque at the back of the church. Our Anzac Memorial is 
dedicated to indigenous soldiers. Our school flies the Australian, Aboriginal and 
Torres Strait Islander flags. For many years we have observed and celebrated 
National Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Sunday. Recently, a decision has 
been taken to begin all our parish meetings and once a month, all weekend 
liturgies, with an Acknowledgement of Country. 

We have a strong connection to the Murri Ministry. However, our relationship 
with other groups in our area need to be established. 

We, the parish of St. Peterôs, promise to do all in our power to pray and promote 
reconciliation in our community.
