Feast of St Peter & Paul 
 

This weekend our parish celebrates our patron saint, St Peter together with St 
Paul. We know so much about Peter from the New Testament but perhaps there 
are some things we need to consider.  

Are you a leader or a follower? When Jesus met Simon as he was then called, 
he recognized his leadership qualities. But he knew that Simon would need 
help. Jesus began by giving Simon a new name. He called him Peter, which 
means ñrock.ò Later, Jesus told Peter that he was to be the rock on which Jesus 
would build his Church. Jesus choose a man of contradictions. Sometimes 
grumpy, sometimes a whinger, occasionally a boastful type but Jesus looked 
deep into the man and saw something wonderful. Iôll bet we can all relate to that 
from time to time. 

Peter was the first disciple to recognize that Jesus was the Messiah, the one 
promised by God to save his people. ñYou are the Christ, the son of the living 
God.ò  He gave up his life as a fisherman to lead others to Jesus, by being a 
fisher of men for Christ. He was a witness to the Transfiguration, when Jesus 
was revealed to be Godôs Son. He saw Jesus bring a dead child to life, and he 
was an eyewitness to Jesusô agony in the garden of Gethsemane. 

After he rose from the dead, Jesus appeared to his disciples and asked Peter, 
ñDo you love me?ò When Peter said that he did love Jesus, the Lord 
commanded him, ñFeed my lambséTend my sheepò. Jesus was giving Peter 
the responsibility for caring for the Church and all its members. Peter took on 
that mighty responsibility but he still carried some of those earlier negative traits. 

Although he had many strengths, Peter had weaknesses, too. He complained 
that he and the other disciples had given up everything to follow Jesus and 
wanted to know what he would get for this sacrifice. At the Lordôs command, he 
walked on water, but then lost his faith in Jesusô power and sank in the sea. 

At the Last Supper, Jesus told Peter that the time would come when Peter would 
deny knowing him. Peter angrily said it would never happen. Later that evening, 
Peter did deny three times that he knew the Lord or that he was one of his 
followers. When Peter recognized that the Lordôs prediction had come true, he 
was overcome with sadness and tears. 

After the coming of the Holy Spirit on the first Pentecost, Peter was filled with 
all the gifts he needed to lead the young Church. That Pentecost morning, he 
gave such a powerful speech about Jesus to the crowd in Jerusalem that three 
thousand people asked to be baptized immediately. Peter was the first Apostle 
to perform a miracle in Christôs name. Working with St. Paul, he recognized that 
the Church needed to be open to all people. Peter was also the first bishop of 
Rome, a title that has been given to every pope. Peter made Rome the home 
of the worldwide Church. 

We are so like Peter in many ways. He was one of us, a man of many 
contradictions but what made him special was that he was chosen by Jesus to 
lead the infant Church. He wasnôt chosen because he was special. Rather he 
was special because he was chosen.

Masses may now be celebrated with 20 people in total and 
churches may open for private prayer under strict 
conditions. Anyone over 70 years old or with health 
complications should continue to self-isolate. Anyone who 
has any flu-like symptoms should not enter the church.  
Funerals may have a maximum of 100 people, weddings 
and baptisms maximum 20  
 

Weekend Masses: Fr Baiyi will celebrate Masses 
Saturday 6pm, Sunday 9am & 6pm, with 19 people 
allowed to be present at each Mass. If you would like to 
attend any Mass, please contact the Parish Office on 3341 
4421 or via email stpetroch@bne.catholic.net.au by 11am 
on Friday. Please indicate which Mass you would prefer to 
attend. We will randomly select 19 names for each 
weekend Mass from those interested. Those selected will 
be notified on Friday following the draw. 
  

Weekday Masses: Fr Baiyi is celebrating weekday 
Masses at our usual times of Monday & Tuesday at 
8am, Wednesday at 6.30am & Friday at 9.30am. Again, 
only 19 people are permitted to attend. Weekday Mass 
attendances are usually below this figure, so we are not 
requiring pre-booking, however any more than this number 
will unfortunately have to be turned away.   
 

First Friday Adoration & Mass: This Friday 3rd July, we 
will hold Rosary at 8.30am, Adoration of the Blessed 
Sacrament from 9am to 9.30am. Reconciliation will be 
available. 9.30am Friday Mass will not include Anointing 
of the Sick due to the COVID-19 restrictions. 
 

Numbers for Masses and private prayer will be strictly 
adhered to and we will be recording attendeesô names, 
addresses and telephone numbers for potential COVID-
19 contact tracing as per government requirements.

 Youth groups can now meet in person.  
Therefore, we are working to move all Youth groups 
back to face to face meetings.

3 though we have held one gathering already.
